Texas A& M University. He is also president of the Sasokowa Africa Association, which has worked
with millions of farmers in sub-Scharan Africa fo increase food production.

Dr. Borlaug hos been honored by scores of governments, universities, scientific associations, former
groups, and civic associations. He hos been awarded 52 honorary doctorate degrees and belongs
to the academies of science in 12 nations.

He is o former cochairman of the influential Conference Board’s Blue-Ribbon Commission
on Public Trust and Private Enterprise. He also served as cohairman of the National
Commission on Financial Institution Reform, Recovery and Enforcement in 1992 that
made recommendations following the sovings and loan isis.

John Snow was born in Toledo, Ohio, on August 2, 1939, and groduated in 1962 from
the University of Toledo. He later earned a Ph.D. in Economics from the University of Virginia,
where he studied under two Nobel Prize winners. Snow graduated with a law degreg from
the George Washington University in 1967 and then faught economics o the University of
Maryland, University of Virginia, and George Washington University. He also served as o
visiting fellow af the American Enterprise Infitute in 1977 and a distinguished fellow of
the Yole School of Management from 1978 unfil 1980.
