DESCRIPTION OF RESPONSIBILITIES: 

OMB’s Financial Rescue Unit (FRU) is looking for a detailee for the upcoming budget season (roughly October through February).
OMB's mission is to assist the President in overseeing the preparation of the Federal budget and to supervise its execution in Executive Branch agencies.  In helping to formulate the President's spending plans, OMB evaluates the effectiveness of agency programs, policies, and procedures; assesses competing funding demands among agencies; and sets funding priorities.  OMB also coordinates the clearance of agency reports, rules, testimony, and proposed legislation to ensure consistency with the President's Budget and Administration policies.  The FRU executes these responsibilities for the Federal financial regulators (SEC, CFTC, CFPB), banking regulators (Federal Reserve, FDIC, Office of the Comptroller of the Currency, National Credit Union Administration), and financial stabilization programs (Troubled Asset Relief Program or TARP, Small Business Lending Fund, State Small Business Credit Initiative).  The FRU is also OMB’s point office on implementation of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act, and plays a significant role in OMB’s oversight of homeownership preservation efforts.
As a detailee in the FRU, you would serve on a team of analysts as the primary analyst responsible for estimating the cost of TARP under the Federal Credit Reform Act for the 2014 Budget.  Additional responsibilities, negotiable within the team, might include:

· Analyzing policy and budget proposals and the impacts of various funding scenarios;

· Developing background materials on a wide range of policy and budget issues;

· Briefing senior policy officials, both orally and in writing, on these issues;

· Coordinating, reviewing, and contributing to data collection efforts;

· Writing and reviewing President’s Budget materials (e.g., narrative chapters describing the Administration’s policy and program priorities for each agency, proposed language for appropriations bills, supporting tables and displays);
· Preparing Budget rollout materials (e.g., Q&As for the press, testimony for the OMB Director, review of agency testimony and materials).

EXPERIENCE:
Strength in quantitative analysis and superior writing skills are essential.  You should be able to succinctly present objective analysis both orally and in writing.  Having experience coordinating the assembly of complex information from numerous sources would also be useful.  While not essential, the ideal candidate would have a background in budgeting for Federal credit programs, experience in financial markets or banking, and demonstrated successful performance in other very fast-paced environments working under short deadlines with high standards for precision and accuracy.
